Through awareness, advocacy and education, its mission is to save lives by creating opportunities for all Indiana citizens to sign up to become organ and tissue donors while striving to raise awareness about organ and tissue donation and transplantation through public education.

Donate Life Indiana offers four easy ways that Hoosiers can say “yes” to becoming an organ donor:
 
· They can say “yes” when conducting business at their local Bureau of Motor Vehicles branch.
· They can sign up online at DonateLifeIndiana.org.
· They can sign up when they apply online for a hunting, fishing or trapping license through the state Department of Natural Resources.
· They can say “yes” through the Health app on their iPhone or iPad.

Donate Life Indiana reminds Hoosiers that:

· Nationally, more than 103,000 people are waiting for a lifesaving organ transplant, including more than 1,200 Hoosiers.
· Every day, 17 people die waiting for a lifesaving organ transplant.
· One organ donor can save eight lives.
· One cornea donor can restore sight to two people.
· One tissue donor can heal more than 75 others.

Since its inception, Donate Life Indiana has signed up more than 4.4 million Hoosiers to become organ, tissue and cornea donors while the Donate Life community nationally has registered 170 million Americans to become organ, tissue and cornea donors.

Donate Life Indiana is partner of Donate Life America, a 501(c)3 nonprofit organization founded in 1992 that leads its national partners and state teams to increase the number of donated organs, tissues and corneas available to save and heal lives through transplantation while developing a culture where donation is embraced as a fundamental human responsibility.
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
