Here are Indiana Donor Network’s major milestone accomplishments in 2023:
 
· Transplanted 1,134 organs, saving 989 lives; transplantations increased by 17% from 2022.

· Recovered 559 organs on-site at the Indiana Donor Network Organ and Tissue Recovery Center in Indianapolis.

· Provided programs, grief and counseling services and support to 2,725 donor family members.

· Registered 950,000+ Indiana residents to become organ and tissue donors, an all-time high number of new registrants in a single year; today, more than 4.4 million Hoosiers are registered donors.

· Relied on 345 passionate donation advocates who volunteered 16,000+ hours.

· Led 1,018 school and community presentations and activations, reaching more than 278,882 Hoosiers.

· Generated nearly $179,000 in net proceeds from four fundraising events to support Indiana Donor Network Foundation and its mission to provide financial assistance and support for organ transplant recipients and donor families.

· Hired 107 new team members for a total of 327, creating the largest staff since Indiana Donor Network was founded in 1987.

Indiana Donor Network is a federally designated organ recovery organization that coordinates organ and tissue donation in Indiana and transplantation throughout the U.S. Its mission is to save and enhance the quality of life through donation and transplantation. Its vision is to be a leader in organ and tissue recovery. Founded in 1987, Indiana Donor Network coordinates donations in 85 of the state’s 92 counties and serves transplant hospitals throughout the nation.
 
Headquartered in Indianapolis, Indiana Donor Network operates a state-of-the-art Organ and Tissue Recovery Center in Indianapolis and has offices in Fort Wayne, South Bend and Evansville.

The organization also operates TxJet, which provides 24/7 aviation services exclusive to organ transplant and decreases the critical timing between organ recovery and transplantation. Since 2014, TxJet pilots have flown more than 3,175 lifesaving flights. As a nationwide service, TxJet has delivered lifesaving organs for transplant recipients in 44 states and expert aviation services for 32 U.S. organ procurement organizations and transplant centers.
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
